1. SAC Administrative Information
· No new items.

2. Principal’s Report
I. Safe School Strategy
· The Safe School Strategy remains ongoing.
· The focus for the upcoming month will shift to playground safety, with work currently underway to reinforce expectations and strategies in the playground setting.
· The student survey related to hallway behaviour was sent out and received very positive feedback.
· Students reported that they noticed clear and visible improvements in how hallways are being used and how peers are moving through the space.
· Feedback from the survey was encouraging and affirmed that the hallway safety focus has had a meaningful impact.

II. Student Success Plan
· No new updates.
· The plan continues with its focus on literacy, well-being, and mathematics, as discussed in previous meetings.

III. Grade 6 Hoodies
· Grade 6 hoodies have been finalized.
· No further updates at this time.

IV. Review of Halloween Event
· The Halloween event held in October was discussed extensively.
· Overall feedback was very positive, with strong community engagement and an estimated footfall of over 300 attendees.
· Several suggestions were discussed to improve future events:
· Better use of the gymnasium, which was noted to be underutilized.
· Creating designated sections within the gym for activities such as the haunted house and other stations, rather than spreading activities across classrooms and the basement.
· Improving flow and organization in the canteen area, where congestion occurred due to a small doorway and unclear entry/exit directions.
· Consideration of clearer signage or relocating the canteen to a more open space in future events.
· Despite logistical challenges, the event was widely appreciated by families and students.

V. Upcoming Events – Bingo Night
· Preparations for Bingo Night are underway.
· The Parent-Teacher Organization continues to work diligently to ensure a successful event.
· Lessons learned from Halloween were discussed, including:
· Hosting the canteen in the hallway rather than classrooms to reduce disruption and movement of classroom furniture.
· Improving overall flow and organization for attendees.

VI. Fundraising Initiative – School Cookbook
· The proposed school cookbook fundraising initiative was discussed.
· It was decided to defer this project to 2026, as there are several events already scheduled toward the end of the year.
· Moving the project will allow adequate time for planning and execution.

VII. Mural Project
· The quote was received for the mural project; however, the cost was noted to be significant (over $10,000).
· Due to funding priorities, it was agreed that the mural project cannot be prioritized at this time.
· An alternative option discussed was to explore painting the mural in sections over time, rather than completing the full wall at once.
