2. Principal’s Report
I. Safe School Strategy
· The September goal of hallway behaviour has shown strong and expected improvement. Students have been making noticeable efforts, and teachers have supported this through targeted activities.
· The October assembly on October 30 will highlight this theme. Approximately 2–3 students will be selected to model exemplary hallway behaviour for the school.
· A school-wide survey will be distributed to assess student perceptions of the Safe School Strategy’s impact:
· Grades 3–6: Multiple-choice format
· Primary–2: Pictorial/visual format
· The survey will help determine whether students have noticed changes in hallway behaviour and how they are experiencing the strategy’s goals.
· Importantly, the survey will also support teachers in understanding how their efforts are paying off and where further reinforcement may be needed.
II. Student Success Plan
· The Student Success Plan continues to progress positively.
· Focus areas remain consistent with September: literacy, well-being, and mathematics.
· Weekly meetings between the teaching support team and classroom teachers continue to ensure trends are identified early and support is allocated where needed.

III. Grade 6 Leadership Program
· A new initiative is being launched to promote leadership among Grade 6 students.
· Students will have the opportunity to take on roles such as:
· Lunch support
· Equipment management
· Assembly team
· Office helpers
· This program aims to foster responsibility, confidence, and leadership readiness.

IV. Grade 6 Hoodies
· Following September’s discussion, Grade 6 hoodies have been finalized.
· The chosen colour is green, and the hoodies will serve as a special item for the graduating class.

V. Literacy Assessment
· Literacy assessments have been completed, and results have been shared with families.

VI. School Photos
· School photos and retakes were completed successfully.
· A reminder will be sent to families regarding photo ordering.

VII. Fire Drill
· The school conducted its second fire drill of the year.
· Timing, student behaviour, and overall execution were excellent.

VIII. Terry Fox Run
· The Terry Fox Run took place and was a positive and well-received event for both students and families.

IX. Staffing Update
· An ELC staff member is on a six-week medical leave.
· Ms. Ferrell will step into the ELC role, making use of her previous experience in early learning.
· Ms. Baker will take over Ms. Ferrell’s classroom responsibilities during this period.

X. Upcoming Events

· Scheduled for late October.

XI. Mural Project
